B. Fold adjacent sheets in half lengthwise to expose an a pproximate 10 foot wide by 50 foot or 100 foot long (the 
length of the sheet) substrate area. 

 
Note: Fold selvage sheet edges (along the length of the sheets) under the m embrane to prevent 
overspray onto the splice area. 

 
Membrane which will have the adjacent sheet spliced over it should be adhered to the substrate first. In 
this fashion, selvage edge splice area will not be contaminated by setting splice edge into the Foaming 
adhesive.

3.04 MEMBRANE SPLICING 
 

A. General 
 

The Fleece backed membrane has selvage edges (the fleece-backing is discontinued) and pre-applied splice tape 
along the length of the sheet for m embrane splicing.  Selvage edges are not provided along the width of the 
membrane; adjoining membrane sheets are butted together and overlaid with 6 inch wide Pressure-Sensitive 
Cured Cover Strip.  As an option, sheets can be rotate d 90 degrees to form a cap sheet to eliminate flashing 
overlay. 
 

B. Membrane Splicing with Splice Tape  
 

1. Overlap adjacent sheets for the proper splice width. 

2. Fold the top sheet back and clean the dry splice area with Sure-Seal Prim er as required by the 
membrane manufacturer. 

3. Where splice tape is not pre-applied (end laps, flashing details, etc.), apply SecurTAPE to bottom  
sheet with the edge of the release film along a pre-marked line (approximately 1/2" out from the top 
sheet edge).   Press tape onto the sheet using hand pressure.  Overlap tape roll ends a minimum of 1 
inch. 

4. Remove the release film and press the top sheet onto the tape using hand pressure. 

5. Roll the seam toward the splice edge with a 2” wide steel roller. 

6. Install a 6 inch wide section of Pressure-Sensitive flashing  over all field splice intersections and seal 
edges of flashing with Lap Sealant. 

7. The use of Lap Sealant with tape splices is opti onal except at tape overlaps where Lap Sealant is 
required. 

 
3.05 FLASHING 
 

A. Wall and curb flashing shall be cured membrane.  Continue the deck membrane as wall flashing where practicable. 

B. Follow manufacturer's typical flashing procedures for all wall, curb, and penetration flashing including m etal 
edging/coping and roof drain applications. 

 
3.06 WALKWAYS 
 

A. Install walkways at all traffic concentration points (such as roof hatches, access doors, rooftop ladders, etc.) and all 
locations as identified on the specifier's drawing. 

B. Adhere walkways to the membrane in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications. 
 
3.07 DAILY SEAL 
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A. On phased roofing, when the completion of flashings and terminations is not achieved by the end of the work day, a 
daily seal must be performed to temporarily close the membrane to prevent water infiltration. 

B. Use Foaming adhesive or other similar material in accordance with the manufacturer's requirements. 
 
3.08 CLEAN UP 
 

A. Perform daily clean up to collect all wrappings, em pty containers, paper, and other debris from the project site.  
Upon completion, all debris must be disposed of in a legally acceptable manner. 

B. Prior to the manufacturer's inspection for warranty, the applicator must perform a pre-inspection to review all work 
and to verify all flashing has been completed as well as the application of all caulking.
